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1. CALL TO ORDER

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Kerr at 9:00 am.

a. REVIEW OF LOGAN CITY WITHDRAWAL FROM LOGAN-CACHE AIRPORT AUTHORITY — GEORGE DAINES
George Daines reviewed changes to the governance and funding structure of the Airport Authority,
including Logan City transferring its interest to Cache County. Cache County will now serve as the
primary funding agency. Logan City representation was reduced to avoid double taxation while
maintaining proportional representation.

b. INTRODUCTION OF AIRPORT AUTHORITY BOARD MEMBERS — GEORGE DAINES
Mr. Daines noted that there would be changes to the makeup of the Airport Authority Board as a
result of Logan City’s withdrawal from the Airport Authority. However, Logan City will maintain two
seats on the board. Mayor Anderson requested to remain on the board and asked Brett Hugie to fill
the other seat for Logan City. Discussions are ongoing regarding the remaining seats on the
Authority Board. Mr. Daines anticipates that the organizational structure of the Airport Authority
Board will be finalized and ready for discussion at the next meeting in March.

a. MANAGER’S REPORT — BOB Low
Bob Low presented updates on the tower renovation, snow removal equipment,
employee training curriculum, operations statistics, and pavement maintenance. Slides
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for his presentation are included as Attachment A.

. AIRPORT CONSTRUCTION UPDATE — LOCHNER

Connor Butterfield presented construction updates

SRE Truck: Should be done in the next week or so and will be brought on
site from Salt Lake where it is being built

Taxilanes Kilo and Charlie: Bid awarded to Staker Parsons. Construction anticipated to
begin spring 2026.

Judd Hill noted that they have been working with the FAA on Logan City’s withdrawal from the
Airport Authority. Future grant applications and contracts, etc. will have Logan City’s signatories
removed.

Mr. Hill introduced Tom Lyon as a new engineer with Lochner supporting projects from the Logan-
Cache Airport.

. DELTA UPDATE — ANDY CHECKETTS

Chairman Kerr said that Andy Checketts was not present at the meeting, but noted that they have
completed their geothermal survey and are working on their engineering. There are a number of
people who have already placed deposits for expanding into the area on Taxilane Delta.

. LIMA UPDATE — ALEX BEARNSON

Mr. Bearnson said that engineering is finished and he presented the board members with a
proposed roadway for Lima. He noted that the proposal is not for a full taxi lane, but a small paved
road that leads to the hangars with the plan that as the hangars are built, the road will be replaced
with a taxiway (Attachment B). He requested from the Board approval to move forward with this
proposed plan to have owners help pay for the taxiway as they build their hangars. Currently, there
are five requests for hangars along Lima.

Mr. Kerr noted that they are working with a group on underground improvements for Kilo. Mr.
Bearnson expressed interest in following along those same lines with the Board’s approval.

Mr. Daines added that there needs to be a pioneering agreement of sorts with the airport paying a
portion of the engineering costs due to the additional units on Kilo.

ACTION: Motion was made by George Daines and seconded by Jeannie Simmonds to
approve covering the cost of the additional engineering on Lima up to a maximum of
$15,300.
