1.  Conducting: Rod Kearl
-Meeting begun @1300.  Rod Kearl thanked everyone for coming and proceeded with the meeting agenda.

2.  Review of last Meeting Minutes
-Jason Winn concluded that the meeting minutes were read.
3.  Report on Cache County Hazmat Team
-Not much to report from of any hazmat activity in the valley.
4.  LEPC Business:
-Presentation on Airport Emergency Plan, Bob Lowe.
Bob Lowe was unable to attend the meeting, so there was a discussion on two chemicals.

First chemical discussed was 1017, chlorine gas, and the second chemical discussed was 1203, gasoline or petrol.  
Discussed where the protocols of how to handle a situation with a chemical event.  Emphasized on the 5w’s who what where why when.  Communication with the incident commander and dispatch is crucial for the public’s awareness of participation of whether to shelter in place or evacuate.  It was mentioned to develop templates for emergency notifications with specific instructions in an event of chemical exposure and the public safety.

The discussion also covered the use of Everbridge for emergency notifications, the importance of clear messaging, and the need for awareness training for environmental health staff.
5.  Round Table

-Joshua Greer with BRHD, mentioned that there will be a hazardous materials hotline available 24/7.

-Ron Gonsalves discussed the need for recovery efforts for debris removal.  This topic has been discussed with Logan City Environmental Dept.  Rod Kearl chimed in abut the disposal of lithium batteries, there is a need of more public education so they know where to dispose of lithium batteries.
-Jamie Peterson mentioned the availability of ICS courses of 300s and 400s.

-Wade Frances mentioned that a training calendar will be available soon, hopefully the beginning of next year.
